The memberships
are both for the individual collector and the corporation that enjoys art, both for their o�ces and for their clientele. The Membership Program
is a great way to increase the corporate visiability and stand out amongst the crowd.  This program allows for the purchase of a�ordable VIP gifts,
Retirement gifts, service and sales acheivement awards, charity donations, christmas gifts, golf tournament prizes - both charitable and 
company, the possibilities are endless. Rather than giving the typical award plaque, golf jacket or gift basket that no one remembers who the 
donor was the day after the event, give a piece of valued wildlife art that will be displayed proudly and prominently for years to come in the 
recipient’s o�ce, home or summer residence. The basic bene�ts of the memberships are:

 SILVER:      This is the entry level membership and is obtained simply by signing up to receive my monthly newsletters and the 
   semi-annual catelogue ( new in 2009 ). This is a great way to keep up to date with my art, �eld studies, workshops and 
   to enjoy the combination of art and wildlife conservation.

 GOLD: The Gold Membership occurs once you have purchased a limited edition giclee print  - either framed or unframed. After the
   purchase of your �rst print, you will receive a 20 % discount on all future prints that are directly purchased from the artist.
   In addition, with every 10 prints that are purchased, the 11th print is free. 

 PLATINUM: The Platinum Membership occurs when an original piece of art is purchased or you commission a private piece. With the 
   Platinum Membership you will receive 30% o� of any subsequent originals and limited edition prints. You will receive 
   the 11th print free after 10 prints have been purchased and as an added bonus you will receive a free framed Field Study 
   photograph of your choice.

The Northern Atlantic Commission is completed and ready for Christmas. After the holidays an image will be availble for you to see - right now

By late November, I received permission from Natural Resources Canada to be able to reproduce giclee prints of any images that I produce on 
two of their maps - a topographical map of Algonquin Park - featuring Lake Opeongo and a Relief map of Canada. 

In addition to the map pieces that I have on the go, I have almost �nished my �rst horse piece which is quite large and incorporates several
horses as well as some native North Americans on horseback. In the new year once the website is fully loaded, scans will be added to the Work
in Progress section so that you can see how the pieces change through time.
