Some of the progress can be seen on my website under the “Work in
Progess” link within the Gallery section. I've tried to show a more detailed step by step process here to allow you to “watch” the work evolve.

The most recent piece is called “The Strip”and | have included a photograph of it below - | will be taking it to the scanners shortly . This piece
represents a small strip of woods close to my home that follows the shore of the Rideau River as it flows through downtown Ottawa. | have
been fortunate enough to see some red foxes that have taken up residence in this thin area of “wilderness”. | completed this piece to help
demonstrate the importance of having greenspace, no matter how small it may be, with our city limits.

This was done in graphite with acrylic paint being used for the snow on the trees. Brush work was also used with the graphite to obtain the

tree effect in the background and the shrub line in the foreground.

Commissions:

This piece is a commissioned Artistic Cartography work that involved
some historical research to ensure that the correct stack colours and
ship structure was portrayed.

The ship in Canada by Choice is the Queen Frederica and went through
quite a few changes in it's 50 year history. Her name changed several
times and at the particular era that the client wanted the ship depicted
in, she had been altered to carry additional first class passengers.

The map that this piece was done on is a map that was created in 1861
titled the "Basin of the North Atlantic Ocean" by Johnson and was issued
in London and Edinburgh. Not wanting to deface the original antique
map, | had a Giclee made and then completed my work on top of

this “new” map.

In addition to preserving the original, this process also allows me to
use the map over and over again for different subjects.
