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“Anticipation”:

Throughout most of the year, you can look up into the sky and watch
soaring turkey vultures slowly circling using the thermals to float
effortlessly for hours.

This is my largest piece to date and measures 37”"W X 43" H and is done
entirely in graphite. The birds have several layers and of graphite while
the clouds were done with loose graphite and a brush.

This piece is actually more of a “painting” than my usual “drawings”.

The large white space in front of the vulture in the background was left
blank so that this bird has a space to fly into. This composition adds some
action to the art. The vulture in the foreground is looking directly at the
viewer and hence the title of this piece.

“Anticipation ” has been entered into the 2009 Art for Conservation
competition.

“Anticipation” can be either hung on the wall for display or from a ceiling
to emphasize the fact that these birds are usually observed while

looking skyward.

The Relief Map of Canada is
another map that | have
received permission to use for
my art by Natural Resources

Canada. This is a highly detailed
map that includes three smaller
details; Canada’s physiographic

regions, drainage basins and
our vegetation coverage.

The first piece that | will do

using this map is a Buffalo and
Sandhill Crane landscape that will be adapted from photo material
taken last year in Yellowstone National Park.

The Wood Buffalo National Park in Northern Alberta is the world’s only
natural nesting site of the whooping Crane. At one time there were a
few Whooping Cranes in Yellowstone; however none have been
sighted since the year 2000.

It might be a bit difficult to see the details of
these two pictures but they are of a crow that
obviously got fed up with me taking
photographs. The photo on the left was taken
when he decided to have a scratch and the
one above he is checking me out by looking

upside down at me - perhaps it gave him a
better perspective. | think these will make a nice whimsical pair of

smaller pieces. Crows and ravens are extremely intelligence and have a
vast “vocabulary”.
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
