As you know | belong to the Artists for Conservation Foundation, AFC and on September 26 - 28, 2008 our first annual juried exhibition was
launched at the Hiram Blauvelt Art Musuem (HBAM), one of the world’s leading museums for nature and wildlife art - situated half an hour from

New York City. Out of approximately 300 submissions from artists around the world, 113 were selected for the four month exhibition, which runs
from September to December 19, 2008.

Jitterbugging the Rideau was selected to be part of this exhibit. During a recent fund raising event for Osteoporosis Canada - Ottawa Chapter
the original of “Jitterbugging” was sold to a local client with the understanding that the piece will remain at the HBAM until the end of the show.
We will find out shortly if “Jitterbugging” is chosen to participate in a touring exhibit for approxmately one year. One of the venues will be The

At present, | have several pieces that are in different stages of completion. | have three Artistic Cartography pieces - one is a Raccoon Camping
scene on a topographical map of Algonquin Park - copyright permission has been applied for and | am awaiting approval. | have also applied for
permission to use a relief map of Canada. | hope to use this map for several “collage” pieces featuring Canadian birds of prey, our endangered
water fowl and our Canadian wild cats.

| also have a commissioned Artistic Cartography piece which involves an antique map of the Northern Atlantic and a commission piece for a US
firefighter involving the now “famous” photograph by Mr. John McColgan.

In addition to the map pieces that | have on the go, | have almost finished my first horse piece which is quite large and incorporates several
horses as well as some native North Americans on horseback.
